	Hazardous Substances


	Contact with hazardous substances could pose  a variety of dangers to workers and trainees
	· Appropriate personal protective equipment available (eg dust masks, gloves, overalls, footwear etc)  specifically matched to the relevant hazard, and checked regularly to ensure in good condition.

· Suitable ventilation provided to remove hazardous fumes, vapours, gases or dusts.

· Good washing facilities on site with hot and cold water, soap and basins
	· COSHH assessments to be carried out and records kept

· All trainees to be acquainted through induction with procedures for safe working with hazardous substances.

· Specific First Aid actions that may be required to be recorded and made available.

	Electrical Equipment


	Danger to all workers and trainees of electrocution from poorly serviced equipment or incorrect use of equipment
	
	· Consideration of subjecting all items of portable electrical equipment to a regime of appliance testing and maintenance.

· Supervisor to ensure that electrical installation on site is satisfactory for the requirements of the work to be done.

· All trainees to be acquainted through induction with safe use of power tools, including drills, sanders and other equipment

	Housekeeping and Cleanliness


	Various hazards to all workers and trainees from poor housekeeping and cleanliness
	· Items of equipment suitably placed to avoid overcrowding and anchored to ensure stability

· Requisite items of personal protective clothing and equipment supplied to users

· Rules on personal clothing enforced

· Smoking prohibited in working area

· Washing facilities provided including soap dispenser, towels and handcream

	Fire / Explosion


	All workers or trainees could suffer from smoke inhalation or burns

· Trainees to be made aware of Fire Routine Procedure at induction.

· Fire steward appointed for site.
